The Great Saltpetre Preserve (GSP) is the home of a historic 

limestone cave once mined for saltpeter that is now listed on 

the National Register of Historic Places.  The 306-acre property 

is managed and maintained by a dedicated, nonprofit group of 

volunteers who are committed to preserving an important part 

ÖÍɯ*ÌÕÛÜÊÒàɀÚɯÕÈÛÜÙÈÓɯÉÌÈÜÛàɯÈÕd history.   

Neena Jud, GSP Secretary, applied for mitigation grant funding 

to reduce repetitive damages to the grounds and roadway from 

runoff during heavy rainfall events.   After the grant was 

awarded in 2017, she and her husband, Werner, rallied the 

volu nteers and completed the drainage improvement project in 

less than six months.  

Incorporating elements of green infrastructure design including 

swales and native plantings, the group successfully installed 

culverts, drains, and rock dispersion structures t o effectively 

control the runoff.   The result is a solution that blends with the 

natural environment and highlights the beauty of collaboration 

with dedicated individuals . ¶ ¶ ¶

CRS and the Post -Disaster 

Setting é Major Flooding Brings 

Change to CRS Communities   

Any community CRS Coordinator that has 

experienced a major flood knows firs t -

hand about the all -consuming 

reorientation of community priorities as 

the community responds to the 

immediate needs of its residents, helps 

in recovery, and undertakes mitigation 

opportunities.   The CRS program 

recognizes the demands upon the CRS 

Coordinator during these times, and has 

prepared this fact sheet to highlight 

common CRS themes that arise during 

the recovery after a major flood.  

To help local CRS Coordinators better 

grapple with the post -disaster 

environment in which they and their 

communitie s find themselves, the CRS 

produced a new Fact Sheet, 

Considerations for CRS Coordinators after 

a Major Flood.  The three-page summary 

reminds CRS Coordinators that 

community priori ties typically shift after 

a major flood or other disaster ñ

sometimes only for the short term but 

often for longer periods.   Some 

communities implement their strict 

building standards with more vigor in the 

wake of a flood; others decide that 

different issu es must take priority.   And, 

personnel and other resources necessarily 

must be re-allocated.  

As the fact sheet notes, CRS Coordinators 

should remember that the CRS fully 

recognizes that meeting an impending 

CRS-related deadline may necessarily be 

a lower p riority for a stricken 

community, and in many cases may be 

impossible.  CRS Coordinators who find 

themselves in this situation should 

contact their ISO/CRS Specialist 

immediately; together they can discuss 

the situation and find a solution.

Program Rate Changes 

Effective April 1, 2019  

October 1, 2018 

As announced on 

Oct. 1, 2018, key 

changes being 

made to the 

National Flood Insurance Program 

(NFIP) on April 1, 2019, include 

updated Insurance Policy Premium 

Increases conforming to the 

premium rate caps established by 

the Biggert -Waters Flood Insurance 

Reform Act of 2012 (BW-12) and 

the Homeowner Flood Insurance 

Affordability Act of 2014 (HFIAA).  

¶ Premiums will increase upon 
renewal an average of 8.2 
percent beginning April 1, 
2019.  These amounts do not 
include the HFIAA Surcharge, 
or the Federal Policy Fee 
(FPF).  It is important to note 
that nearly 80 percent of NFIP 
policyholders already pay a 
full -risk rate.   

¶ Annual premium increases of 5 
percent for Preferred Risk 
Policies (PRPs) and 15 percent 
for Newly Mapped procedure 
policies will b ecome effective 
Jan. 1, 2020.  

Effective April 1, 2019, FEMA will 

introduce a Severe Repetitive Loss 

(SRL) Premium for all policies 

covering properties with an SRL 

designation.   The SRL Premium will 

be 5 percent for all SRL policies.

If you, or a citizen in your community, 

has a federally backed loan for a 

structure, the lender can require you 

to carry flood insurance at any time, 

regardless of which flood zone your 

home is in.   This can and does 

occasionally happen.  Often times 

however, there was either an error 

with the homes floodplain 

determination, or the company the 

bank hired to do the determinations 

for them were very conservative with 

their assessments.  In these instances, 

the property owner can take steps to 

have FEMA verify their home is outside 

the floodplain and can request that 

the flood insurance requirement be 

waived by their lender.

On October 9, 2018 EPA sent Phase I of 

the NPDES Updates Rule to the Office of 

Management and Budget.  EPA initially 

proposed (May 18, 2016) to update the 

NPDES regulations in order to eliminate 

inconsistencies between regulations and 

application forms, improve permit 

documentation and transparency, and 

provide clarifications to the existing 

regulations.  

EPA has indicated the plan to divide t he 

rule into two phases.  Phase I is moving 

quickly and will likely include 

definitional updates, application 

requirements for vessels and pesticides, 

updated application forms, and revised 

public notice requirements to allow for 

web based notification.  Phase II is still 

early in development but could include 

updates related to effluent limit basesɬ

max daily/average monthly for POTWs, 

reasonable potential, conflicts of interest, 

§401 certification, antibacksliding, and 

antidegradation.

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Disaster Recovery Reform 
Act of 2018 Transforms Field 
of Emergency Management 

October 5, 2018 

On Oct. 5, 2018, President Donald J. 

Trump signed the Disaster Recovery 

Reform Act of 2018 (DRRA) into law as 

part of the Federal Aviation 

Administration Reauthorization Act of 

2018. 

As the 2017 hurricane season and 

California wildfires demonstrated, 

impacts from a disaster can be 

devastating.  With the economic 

disruption and the cost of disasters on the 

rise nationwide, FEMA worked closely 

with Congress over the past year as they 

considered, and ultimately passed, 

important reforms to federal disaster 

programs. 

These reforms acknowledge the shared 

responsibility of disaster response and 

recovery, aim to reduce the complexity of

the next catastrophic event. 

Highlights from the DRRA include:  

¶ Greater investment in mitigation, 

before a disaster: Authorizing the 

National Public Infrastructure Pre -

Disaster HMGP, funded through the 

Disaster Relief Fund as a six percent 

set aside from disaster expenses.  

¶ Reducing risk from future disasters 

after fire:  Providing hazard 

mitigation grant funding in are as that 

received Fire Management Assistance 

Grants as a result of wildfire.   Adding 

14 new mitigation project types 

associated with wildfires and 

windstorms.  

¶ Increasing state capacity to manage 

disaster recovery: Allowing for 

higher rates of reimbursement to 

state and locals for their 

administrative costs when 

implementing public assistance and 

hazard mitigation 

projects.  Additionally, the legislation 

provides flexibility for states to 

administer their own post -disaster 

housing missions, while encouraging  

the development of disaster housing 

strategies. 

¶ Providing greater flexibility to 

survivors with disabilities:  

Increasing the amount of 

assistance available to individuals 

and households affected by 

disasters, including allowing 

accessibility repairs for people 

with disabilities, without counting 

those repairs against their 

maximum disaster assistance 

grant award.  

¶ Retaining skilled response and 

recovery personnel: Authorizing 

FEMA to appoint certain types of 

temporary employees who have 

been with the agency for three 

continuous years to full time 

positions in the same manner as 

federal employees with 

competitive status.  This allows 

the agency to retain and promote 

talented, experienced emergency 

managers.
